FINAL EXAM – Fall 2002

You are required to prepare a skeleton web site for an online bookstore. which sells three books entitled “Preparing an Excellent Web Site”, “The Art of Web”, and “A Scientific Approach to Web Site Design” with unit prices 49$, 39$ and 69$, respectively. The VAT is 10%. The postage and packaging cost is 2.5$ per item for orders inside Turkey and 7.5$ per item for orders outside Turkey. The company is currently running a discount campaign so that all orders that cost over $99 (without VAT and postage costs) are subject to a 5% discount. Initially, you need to prepare 

1. A home page that introduces the company. If possible use Flash to create animations in this home page (25 pts).

2. An online order form to accept orders. 

3. An Active Server Page that processes the orders. You may process the orders using one of the following two ways:

a. The orders can be written in a database (25 pts). 

b. Alternatively you might want to write each order in a plain text file. This would be easier but less impressive (15 pts).

4. You are also required to provide a secure area in your website. This area should be reached only when the user provides the correct password. When the correct password is provided the list of current orders (names, surnames, number of items required for each book) should be given in a nice table (20 pts).

5. You must prepare a report along with your website. In this report, you should include all the source code (HTML, ASP) of the pages in your site, and if possible screenshots from the website. In a brief section named FUTURE CONSIDERATIONS, discuss how your website could be expanded in the future. In particular, focus on security and flexibility issues. (For example, how your website can handle price changes, how secure is your web site against web based attacks etc.). (15 pts)

6. In the final day (22 February, Saturday), you will be required to make a presentation of your website. (20 pts)

You must present your report in both softcopy form (as a floppy diskette or through internet) and hardcopy form (printed and signed on paper). Also the presentation on the final day is a must, as this will be your final exam.

PS. Instead of preparing this website, you might want to create a similar project (probably more relevant to your real world job). This, however, requires the permission of the course instructor.
