COURSE OUTLINE

Web technology has become one of the fastest developing technologies of the past decade. Today to plan the operations of a modern enterprise it has become critical to consider the level of web presence. Many of the businesses supply information and services to their customers through internet. Homepages of such businesses have to offer much more than a single page with some fancy graphics as concepts such as e-business, information management and integrated database development have become more popular day by day. 

There are several state-of-the-art technologies that lie under almost every successful website, and therefore, understanding such technologies and utilizing them when necessary has become essential for managing large operations on the web. The aim of this course is to cover all key technologies in the area, such as HTML, CSS, Java Script, SSI, ASP, PHP, ColdFusion, VBScript, CGI, Perl, Java Applets, Flash and XML, with a hands on approach. There will also be an in depth analysis of strategic decisions on managing and maintaining a large website. The students are expected to have basic familiarity with PCs and the Internet.
